Dr. CI Scofield (August 19, 1843 - July 24, 1921), founder of the Philadelphia School 
of the Bible (1914), was actually a drunken attorney who served a stretch in prison for 
forgery before he turned his life over to Christ. From the day of his conversion (1879) 
Scofield began to consume the Word of God with an attorney’s penchant for facts. In 
time he became a highly skilled Bible teacher who recognized some very specific 
divisions in the Scriptures. In 1888 he wrote Rightly Dividing the Word of Truth, as 
a pamphlet containing 10 of these important divisions. One of them is 
dispensationalism, which sees a clear distinction between Gentiles, Israel and the 
Church and God’s unique dealing with each group. This, incidentally, is the position 

taken by PMI and many great Bible teachers today.  
 The Old Scofield Bible Study Course will provide you with an opportunity to satisfy your deepest hunger for 

understanding how God’s Word—in all its seeming complexity—fits together in a sound historical, biographical, and 
doctrinal setting.
